Mobile Number Portability was introduced in 2015, allowing subscribers to
change their mobile operators without losing their phone numbers. By 2018,
over 680,000 subscribers had used this service.

fixed lines were 862,717 in 2022.

Import duties for information and communication technology and equipment
are zero percent, subject to a 13% value-added tax. Companies should either
